Linda Suh co-founded Cloud B in September 2002 with the goal of producing a range of products that help children sleep safe and sound through all stages of their development. Suh has been instrumental in the collaboration, design and development of numerous Cloud B products that have been recognized with patents worldwide.

Cloud B is now the number one company in the sleep niche with distribution centers in 28 countries and carried in major retail stores including Babies “R” Us®, Barnes & Noble, Nordstrom and Bloomingdales as well as  4,200 boutique outlets worldwide. The company has received nearly 100 consumer and industry awards since its inception.

The idea for Cloud B was sparked when Suh had her first baby – her daughter, Madeleine. That event inspired Suh to venture into the world of children’s products and apparel. In a very short period of time, Suh realized that there was a need for stylish baby products that also fulfilled a practical purpose. From that realization, Cloud B was born. In 2002, Cloud B launched the Lullabag, which became the first of many practical yet innovative products that Cloud B would release.

Suh wore many hats after the company launched and was responsible for product development, quality control, customer service and supply chain management. 

In 2008, Suh moved to Shanghai, China and became Managing Director of Cloud B’s subsidiary office, “I realized that to ensure quality and speed time-to-market, I needed to be ‘on the ground’ – closer to the factories in China,” said Suh.  Even with her new responsibilities, Suh continued to help manage operations in the U.S.

In June 2009, Suh was elected as Co-Chairman of the Board of Directors.  After setting up Cloud B operations in China, Suh returned to the U.S. in 2011, and was promoted to CEO.  Now, she oversees the company from its headquarters in Torrance, CA.  

Suh’s solid business acumen has allowed the company to grow, most recently improving quality assurance plans, business practices and overall operations.  Under her direction, Cloud B’s future remains bright with mass retailers, while maintaining the core line in specialty outlets and boutiques.

“We are very excited about the direction Cloud B is heading,” explained Suh. “We are establishing a footprint in new and emerging markets and are in the midst of finalizing licensing contracts with a major brand.”   Suh and her husband, Matthew, have two beautiful children; 10-year-old daughter Madeleine and five-year-old son Kaidan.
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
