12 months old, the LullaBag is an innovative baby sleep bag that zips up the side and snaps over the shoulders to keep baby warm and sleeping safely through the night.  Made with the finest materials, the stylish and functional LullaBag provides safe, loose-fitting breathable comfort for every stage of sleep during baby’s first year.  


“Although this is a relatively new concept in the United States, pediatricians across Europe have been recommending the use of baby sleep bags in cribs, rather than traditional blankets, for years,” says Cloud B co-founder and senior vice president Linda Suh.  “We worked with an advisory board of pediatricians and specialists to make improvements to the European designs and bring these exciting products to sleepless American families.”


The use of excess bedding can lead to overheating, which causes babies to kick off their blankets, become cold and ultimately wake up.  Additionally, the Consumer Product Safety Commission (www.cpsc.gov) recommends that parents remove loose blankets or covers from the crib, due to the risks of suffocation.  According to a 1998 published study in The European Journal of Pediatrics, baby sleep bags were effective in reducing the risk of SIDS and warned against the use of duvets.  Additionally, medical professionals and childcare facilities in Holland, in an effort to eradicate SIDS, recommend to parents that all babies sleep in the prone position (on their backs), and in a sleep bag.


“Although we still do not know the exact causes of SIDS, there are steps we can take to reduce the risks,” explains Dr. Ruth Demonteverde, Manhattan Beach pediatrician and Cloud B advisory board member.  “Parents can use the LullaBag to keep their baby sleeping safely throughout the night for each stage of development, and bring some peace of mind to those concerned about the risks of SIDS.”
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According to the National Sleep Foundation (www.sleepfoundation.org), how much and how well a baby sleeps during the first year is important for healthy development.  Sleep patterns, which affect a baby’s behavior, health, and development, will continue to change and develop with age.  A newborn’s sleep cycle lacks organization.  In the first few weeks, newborns can sleep anywhere from 30 minutes to three hours with frequent waking periods through the night.  At approximately four to six weeks, a more defined sleep pattern begins to emerge.  Babies between two and four months old begin a regular rhythm of sleepiness and alertness throughout the day, while three to six-month-olds begin to sleep for longer stretches at night.  Baby sleep bags can help babies get a good night’s sleep at each of these stages. 


“Every baby is different and has a distinctive pattern of sleep and waking,” says Cloud B 


co-founder and director of sales and distribution Heather Hamda.  “It’s important to recognize each baby’s unique sleep patterns and how they affect that baby’s behavior throughout the day.” 


	The LullaBag is currently available in two sizes – small (one to five months) and large (five to twelve months) – and retails for $24.00 - $46.00 (pricing varies based on style, line, brand and fabric).
